The SATs tests will take place in the week beginning Monday 11th May and will follow this 
schedule: 

-​ Monday 11th May: Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar (2 tests) 
-​ Tuesday 12th May: Reading (1 test) 
-​ Wednesday 13th May: Arithmetic and Mathematical Reasoning Paper 1 (2 tests) 
-​ Thursday 14th May: Mathematical Reasoning Paper 2 (1 test) 

 
School attendance during SATs week is absolutely crucial for all Year 6 pupils. In order to 
ensure that all children are in school and ready to start at 9.00am, we will be extending the 
Year 6 school day during the four days of the tests. All Year 6 children will be expected to 
attend a free breakfast club at 8.15am from Monday 11th May, up to and including 
Thursday 14th May.
