●​ The ceremony will end at approximately 3.25pm. Parents may take their children with them once 

the ceremony has finished. 
●​ The remaining children will stay in school until dismissal at 3.30pm. 
●​ As always, we welcome families to attend this special event. Please note that our capacity in 

this space allows for up to 2 family members to attend, per child. Thank you for your support 
with this. 

 
We are also very excited to say that this year we will be hosting a Year 6 disco for our leavers. The disco 
will take place in the main hall at Thomas Fairchild also on Wednesday 15th July. The event is for children 
only and will be a wonderful opportunity for the children to celebrate for the last time as a year group. For 
this event children must be dropped off by an adult at 4.30pm and collected by an adult at 6.00pm.
